Science ‘Studies’ Built To Interest
Thanks To United Way/Abbott Grant

One day a week after classes are out for the day about 10 Oak Grove students
are joined by 10 students from the Boys and Girls Club for an unusual type of
science study. In a first for Oak Grove and the Boys and Girls Club, the two
have teamed up, aided by a grant Abbott Industries made through United Way.
Increasing interest in science careers — particularly among girls — is the goal
of the study which is designed for middle school aged children.

Jack Weaver School Teacher Steve Pilling taught the first session on robatics,
a field that Oak Grove students first delved into through the NASA Explorer
School program. In fact, Oak Grove's Robotics Club has won second place
at the annual Robotics Competition, held at Jet Propulsion Laboratory in
Pasadena, for two years running.

Mary Crook, another Jack Weaver teacher, took the lead in the session called
Science Divas which featured such subjects as making soap, perfumes, make
up and cooking. “This has been a really good program and has given Oak
Grove children a chance to interact with other kids,” Crook said. “We make it a
privilege to get involved and they know they have to be on their best behavior.”
As the year's grant wound down, students were looking at “What Makes
Things Fly,” under the direction of Pilling. Rockets and airplanes were the
order of the day.

Rhonda Guaderrama, Boys and Girls Club director of operations, and the Oak
Grove team devloped the program. Pre- and post-testing for the sessions has
shown a 15-20 percent increase in science interest among the participants.
“It's very hands on, experiential and has gone very well. During the year, prob-
ably 60-70 different kids have been in the program.” The program has benefit-
ted from having volunteer student mentors from Murrieta Valley High School.
